IMPROVED SCHEDULING

You told us it would make more sense to have the less experienced horses do dressage in the sand instead of on the grass, and we listened. In 09, more time in the sand arena has been designated to lower level dressage. New stadium jumps have been purchased and the stadium schedule improved to provide better clarity and structure for competitors. Our sound system is being upgraded to provide better communication to the barn areas, and we promise, we will not run out of food, wine, music or fun at the 2009 FRVHT Competitors’ Bash.
